Help increase funding for Section 8 and other important 
affordable housing programs!

In February, President Bush announced his budget proposal for 2008, setting 
spending levels for many important programsÑincluding several HUD housing 

programs that provide affordable housing opportunities for thousands of low-income
Minnesotans.

If our elected ofÞcials in Congress allow this budget proposal to pass unchecked, our
country stands to lose an estimated 40,000 to 80,000 Section 8 vouchers along with

large chunks of funding to almost every other HUD program.  It!s our job to make 
sure Congress starts prioritizing the resources for affordable housing in our 

communities!

Your voice is needed to help advocate for the housing
that you, your neighbors, and your community rely on.

Please take 5 minutes to call your Congresspeople (their names are on the other 
side).  You can call the U.S. Capitol switchboard in Washington D.C. for free using

When the switchboard operator answers, ask to be connected to your 
Representative or Senators ofÞce.  Once you!re connected, ask to speak to the staff

person who works on housing issues.

Make sure to tell them why affordable housing is important to you  (you & your
family rely on it, your community needs it, etc.), and then tell them something

similar to the following:

ÒI am calling to urge Representative/Senator __________ to adequately fund all
HUD programs for 2008.  HUD programs face severe funding shortfalls if the 
HUD budget is not increased beyond the Presidents request.  As a result of 
the current proposal, thousands of people could either lose their housing or 

have no access to affordable housing in 2008 .  Thank you.Ó
